3. Subject to this Act, the Secretary to the Treasury is
trustee of the special funds specified in section 2.

4. (1) The Secretary to the Treasury may, with the
approval of the Minister, invest or place on deposit account
any of the moneys of any of the special funds specified in
section 2, and any interest earned on moneys so invested or
deposited shall be placed to the credit of the appropriate
special fund.

(2) The Secretary to the Treasury, in his capacity as
trustee of the special funds specified in section 2, is exempt
from the payment of income tax under the Income Tax Act.

5. (1) Subject to section 7, every exporter of sugar
shall pay to the Comptroller of Customs an amount which
shall be levied at the rate of five hundred and fourteen dollars
and fifty cents on every ton of sugar, manufactured in
Guyana on and after 1st January, 1993, which is exported
therefrom.

(2) The amount to be paid by an exporter of
sugar under subsection (1) shall be levied and collected
within ninety days after the date of exportation.

(3) In default of payment when due of any amount
payable under this section by an exporter of sugar, such
