4. (1) On such date as the Minister may appoint by
notice published in the Gazette in relation to any region being
a date not later than twenty-one days after the declaration of
the results of an election to choose the members of the
neighbourhood democratic councils of that region first held
after the commencement of this Order, every district council
established under the Municipal and District Councils Act
and every local authority constituted under the Local
Government Act (each such district council and local
authority hereafter in this clause referred to as "dissolved
local authority") within that region shall stand dissolved.

(2) The property of every dissolved local authority
within any region and the rights, powers, liabilities and
obligations of that authority shall, on the dissolution of that
authority under paragraph (1), stand transferred to and
vested in the neighbourhood democratic council having
jurisdiction over the area wherein the property is situated and
any action or proceeding in relation to that property pending
in any court on the day immediately preceding the date
appointed under paragraph (1) may be continued by or
against that neighbourhood democratic council as if it were
named as a party therein.

(3) Any sum payable under the Municipal and
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District-Councils Act or the Local Government Act, as the
case may be, to any dissolved local authority and due to such
local authority on the day immediately preceding the date
appointed under paragraph (1) may be recovered by the
neighbourhood democratic council, having jurisdiction over
the area for which the dissolved local authority was
established, in the manner provided in the Municipal and

(5) The officers and servants of every dissolved
local authority in any region shall on the dissolution of that
authority under paragraph (1) be transferred to the staff of the
regional democratic council for that region on the same terms
and conditions as were enjoyed by them immediately prior to
the dissolution and the regional democratic council shall
have, and may exercise, the right to transfer any of those
